The Va Fallen Firefighters Memorial Team has always followed the standard of 

~ On the way to, while at, or returning from the scene of an incident. This was 

a simple and easy to understand method for deciding. This applied to paid or 

volunteer. However, with the Commonwealth of Virginia awarding benefits, 

this was changed to include those who passed due to medical issues from their 

being on the job. This has muddied the waters somewhat due to the state not 

always awarding funds. Our belief is that if a firefighter is killed through one of 

the previously mentioned means, we will honor them even if the state should 

deny the claim. You should make yourself VERY familiar with what the state 

classifies as a LODD or how and when they will award benefits. It might just 

surprise you.
